This course is not for those who have studied basic Japanese
including Hiragana, Katakana, past tense verb conjugation, adjective conjugation
and Te-form.

Course Goal:

The correct pronunciation, reading ability, system of writing, and fundamentals of
grammar and syntax of the Japanese language are studied. Students are taught the
four language skills of listening, speaking, reading, and writing. Cultural topics are
integrated with these skills. Japanese gradually becomes the working classroom
language.



The ultimate goal of this course is for students to develop a basic foundation of the
Japanese language in order to acquire minimum communicative skills. Students
will learn about 60 new words every chapter using Hiragana, Katakana and Kanji
(traditional version). This course will cover first four chapters of the textbook and
some important expressions from Chapter 5 & 6.
